The review petition No. 17 of 2009 in appeal No. 53 of 2008 was received on 08.05.2009.  The appeal No. 53 of 2008 in the case of the petitioner was decided by the Ombudsman on 04.12.2008 against which the petitioner went under C.W.P. No. 4100/09 to the Hon’ble High Court of State of Punjab & Haryana.

2.

Sh.  Balwinder Bedi, General Manager alongwith Sh. Pawan Kumar Gupta, Advocate, appeared on behalf of the petitioner.  Er. H.S. Saini, Additional Superintending Engineer, Operation Suburban Division, PSEB, Hoshiarpur attended the proceedings on behalf of the respondents.


3.

 Sh. Pawan Kumar Gupta, Advocate, authorized counsel for the petitioner was allowed an opportunity on 10.07.2009 to justify the norms of jurisprudence and quote the rules and regulations of Punjab State Electricity Regulatory Commission  ( PSERC)   under which the Review Petition No. 17 of 2009 against the orders dated 04.12.2008 of the Ombudsman in appeal No. 53 of 2008 was filed before the Ombudsman. The counsel for the petitioner submitted that no review petition before the Ombudsman against its own orders was admissible as per the regulations of PSERC.  He stated that the CWP No. 4100/09 filed against the orders of the Ombudsman in Appeal No. 53 of 2008 was allowed to be withdrawn by the Hon’ble  High Court with liberty to approach the Ombudsman, Electricity Punjab for the review of its  orders dated 04.12.2008. Consequently, the Review Appeal No. 17 of 2009 in appeal No. 53 of 2008 has been filed.

The respondents, PSEB pleaded that the review application should be rejected as the merits of the case had already been decided on 04.12.2008 and the review petition is misconceived.


5.

I have perused the orders dated 17th March, 2009 in CWP 4100/09 of the Hon’ble High Court for the State of Punjab & Haryana. The Hon’ble Court has neither issued any instructions nor directions to the Ombudsman to review its orders dated 04.12.2008.  The Hon’ble Court has also not gone into the merits and genesis of the powers to review the orders of the Ombudsman under the regulations of the PSERC.  The institution of Ombudsman, Electricity Punjab is created and governed by the regulations framed under Chapter-II of “Compilation of Regulations’ under the Electricity Act, 2003 of Punjab State Electricity Regulatory Commission.  The regulations do not provide any jurisdiction or power to the Ombudsman to admit, review and decide applications against its own orders.  Under the facts, regulations and circumstances, the review application is dismissed.

The appeal is dismissed.
